“Having Lacy Ann come to the U.S. for her required surgery was an amazing opportunity for her and for our club,” noted Mukesh Malkan, president of the Paramus Sunrise Rotary club. “While she was with us, she got to visit popular tourist attractions like Times Square and bonded with our members. We continue to keep in touch with her to see how she’s doing.” The club’s goal is to sponsor another child to receive vital, life-saving medical care.
Like last year, the fashion show will be supported by IBEW Local 164, which is donating the use of its member hall and the dinner portion of the event. The Local initially provided the “seed” money for the inception of the Paramus Sunrise Rotary as well as its facilities for the weekly meetings held Tuesday mornings at 8 a.m.
